         1. When and How much to Pack      
-Start packing from from 4hrs before camping to 2 days before camping. -Pack all other necessities after packing clothes. 2. Packing clothes -Pack the clothes according to how many days you are going to camp. 2 days= 2 sets.-There might be extras, but keep them just in case. -One set of pjs are enough. -Bring 1-3 jackets and at least 2 warn sweatshirts if camping in winter. -Socks and underwear also apply to the shirt and pants rule. 3. Bringing Toiletries (and other bathroom needs) -Only bring 1 dental item (toothbrush, toothpaste etc.) -Bring as little as you need for camp. -That applies to basically all bathroom items. -Remember to grab sunscreen if you are camping in summer! 4.Overpacking and Under Packing. -If you overpack it’d be pretty hard to find 1 thing in so muck stuff that you brought. 
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			-If you under pack, such as bringing only 3 sets of clothes for a week’s camping trip, you’d have to wash clothes or keep wearing the same clothes, which could take time off you’re camping schedule. 5. Miscellaneous Items. -Some miscellaneous items are not needed for camping. -Some that are needed are maps of the camp, a compass for hiking and exploring, a reusable water bottle, a lantern or flashlight, and a sleeping bag. -You should also bring t least one pot/pan and some sort of stove for cooking unless you want to eat restaurants for every meal. -Also, bring some matches for a campfire (if you want to make one). 6. Emergency First Aid -First aid is pretty important for any injuries that might occur. -Bring some ointment, bandaids, gauze and other medical items. 8. Entertainment -Some parts of camping can be kinda boring, so its important to bring entertainment with you. -You can bring a Nintendo Switch with you for camping since it doesn’t need WiFi. -You can also bring books and board games.
