     Whenever scary stories are being told, campers always return home frightened. Many issues are that the stories are too scary or not scary enough. Some stories are boring. Others are way too violent while others are way too nonthreatening. But I know how to tell the perfect scary story.
     1. Study your audience. What do you think they would prefer? To be frightened so much they stay awake or to sleep peacefully? Or a mixture?
     2. Make the story suspenseful! (Ex. “He threw open the door aaaaaaaand —“ But don’t make it too cliffhanger-y. Think of when the story could be dramatic.
     3. Put emotion in your voice! (The worst stories are when the reader talks like a robot.) Be dramatic, quiet, creepy, angry, sad, suspenseful! (Tip: The best drama is when the reader goes from being dramatically quiet to outburstingly loud at a cliffhanger.) Imagine the feeling of the story! 
     4. NO VIOLENCE. Even if your audience loves violence, it’s inappropriate for your peers — and you too!
  

5. A suggestion: DO NOT USE NAMES OF PEOPLE PRESENT UNLESS THEY’RE OKAY WITH IT! Ask for a show of hands of who doesn’t want their names in your story. Multiple people will get frightened. (Ex. Mat’s watching, you say, “Mat screamed and was never found again.” They will usually be terrified, or embarrassed. (Ex. “Mary yelped as the evil cat popped up.” Mary is embarrassed and says, “I wouldn’t yelp!”) 
     6. Have fun! If you (the reader/teller) can’t enjoy the story, the audience won’t love it due to your expressions, tone, and actual story. 
     Also, don’t forget to check signs of things that occur in your tale. For example, in your story, a yeti appears at full moon — check the sky. Is it full moon? Connections between that day and your story might frighten your listeners. Hopefully you’ll use these tips and tell your listeners a perfect scary story!
